Declaration and Qualification

Riders may declare for the Equestrian Canada (EC) National Dressage and Para
Dressage Championships at the time of their Sport License renewal for the season.
Riders can upgrade or add a declaration to their file by going back into their MyEC
account.

Process
e Select the National Championships declaration box

e Select which event you plan to attend, if qualified:

East - National Championship event — Bécancour, QC - October | —4, 2026
West - National Championship event —Thunderbird Show Park - October 9-11, 2026

Declaration Process Pay the $25 declaration fee.

o The final declaration deadline is August 14, 2026.

o Declarations received after July 17, 2026, will be subject to a $100
late declaration fee.

Completing this process will automatically add the rider to the EC National Dressage
and Para Dressage Championships Ranking List for qualification consideration

* Declaration fees collected go directly to the host organizer(s) to support the delivery
of the Championships. Declaration fees collected from the East go directly to support

the East event and declarations fees collected from the West go directly to support the
West event.

Qualification Period | January 15— August 31%, 2026

Minimum of two scores achieved at EC Gold or Platinum sanctioned competitions held
in Canada. Where a panel exists the panel score will be used for qualification. Scores
must be from two different competitions.

Qualification scores must be from the test with the highest degree of difficulty in the
division i.e. First level test 3. A complete list of the tests used for qualification for each

division can be found in the below chart

The judging panels will be identical for both the East and West. Judges will judge from the same
Judges positions at each event.

e The panel for all FEI tests will be made up of 3 EC senior judges (judges may also hold
FEI status)

e The panel for all national tests will be made up of 2 EC judges 1 senior and 1 medium

e EC will select the President of the ground jury

Championships is not permitted.

Classifier

The Classifier for the EC National Dressage and Para Dressage Championships must be Canadian
citizens or permanent residents of Canada
